Home Learning Routines and Learning

Home learning will be sent home
once a fortnight on a Monday. This
includes a range of activities and
tasks for your child to complete that
reflect their class learning. These
will include online and offline tasks.
It is important that your child is
reading, working on spelling words
and practising their basic facts every

night. Home learning is encouraged. There are hooks outside the classroom where
school bags can be hung. Classrooms will be open
for children from 8.30am for students to get ready
for the school day and return any notices. The
children may choose a quiet activity inside or play
outside until the second bell at 8.50am. Morning
tea break runs from 10.30 — 11am and lunch 12.40 —
1.30. A variety of ordered lunches are available
through the Ezi- lunch online booking system
located on the KTS website. School finishes at 3pm
after which the children are free to safely make
their way home.

Cyber Safety

All parents and students are
required to sign an Internet Safety
agreement concerning the
operation and use of the Internet
and ICT equipment in the school.
Students reviewed this agreement
in class at the beginning of the year.
